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FAA FY-2003 Implementation Plans





The FAA continues to pursue energy management planning activities to improve energy and water use efficiency agency-wide.  With improvement to the National Airspace System and increased use of creative management planning, increased budget support, innovative financing mechanisms, advanced technology, efficient systems, and employee awareness programs, the FAA will continue to make progress toward efficient energy and water related operations.





Senior Agency Official.  The senior official for the agency regarding energy and water management activities is the agency’s policy official -- the Assistant Administrator for Policy, Planning, and International Aviation (API-1).  API-1 ensures appropriate development of the agency’s energy and water conservation policy and programs.





Energy policy is developed at FAA headquarters with input from the regions and centers.  At FAA Washington headquarters, the focal point for energy policy management is the Environment, Energy, and Employee Safety Division of the Office of Environment and Energy (AEE).  This Office reports to the API-1, who reports directly to the Administrator.





In general, the agency’s immediate plans include such actions as:





Revising the FAA Energy Order 1053.1A “Energy and Water Management Program for FAA Buildings and Facilities” 


Working with the departmental Office of the Inspector General to determine if the FAA Energy Management Program is in compliance with applicable laws, regulations, and guidance


Working with the Department of Energy (DOE) and the Office of the Secretary of Transportation to refine the agency’s baseline calculations and to refine our building categorizations to meet the latest DOE criteria for standard buildings, industrial, and exempt facilities


Updating FAA data reports from FY-1985 through FY-2002, as necessary, to reflect the changes generated as a result of the refining our building categorizations


Continuing to promote the use of innovative financial management tools, such as Energy Savings Performance Contracts


Educating and promoting occupant awareness


Pursuing funds for project implementation
