Inversions 3.21, 3.22, 3.23, 3.231 and 3.232, seven
(7) engine names in the system tables “ eng_def.dbf
and “eng_ef.dbf”, the aircraft-engine combination
and engine emission factor tables respectively, did
not match up due to discrepanciesin the cases of
some characters in the names. These mismatches
caused the affected engines’ emissionsto be
excluded from emissions inventories and EDM Sto
become unresponsive when generating AERMOD
input files. The user may have received awarning
message indicating the error, but the emissions
inventory would have been cal cul ated regardless of
thewarning. Inversion 3.233, the enginesin the
eng_ef.dbf table are corrected to match thosein use
in the eng_def.dbf table.

There are seven (7) corrected engine names:
- PW4X56 Phase 3,
PW4X60 Phase 3,
PW4X 62 (X698-20),
PW4X62 (X698-5),
RB211-535E4 PHASE 5,
RB211-535E4B PHASES, and
SPEY MK511.

The emissions of aircraft, which use the engines
whose names are corrected in version 3.233, are
properly included in the emissions inventory and
cause no difficulty in AERMOD input file
generation. The user must rerun the emissions
inventory to achieve the correct results.
