The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is pleased to announce both the release of Version 3.0 of the Emission and dispersion Modeling System (EDMS) and a major revision to the FAA technical handbook for airport and air base emissions analysis, entitled: Air Quality Procedures for Civilian Airport and Air Force Bases.





EDMS Version 3.0 and the Air Quality Handbook were developed in cooperation with the United States Air Force (USAF).  In addition, Version 3.0 was designed and tested under the guidance of a government and industry advisory board (Design Review Group) composed of air quality experts from scientific, analysis and policy fields.

Greater resolution in defining ground transportation activity around the airport.


Basic output graphics for visual validation of source and receptor placements.


A new and flexible data base architecture for efficient data import and export.





In addition, Version 3.0 offers greatly improved performance, more options for viewing and printing results, an on-line help system, and a new user manual with a two-case tutorial chapter to help users
